On the contrary,
there are certain flowers that you will get all year around owing to the warmer
climates where they are grown such as roses, carnations, veronica, snapdragons,
thistles, lisianthus, gerberas and calla lilies to name a few.

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January-March

s traditionally a quieter time for weddings, and for new growth in the flower world.
You'll find flowers such as daffodils, tulips, poppies, hyacinth and alliums making an appearance.
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April - June

Weddings are gathering pace and so is the emergence of a greater variety of flowers such as ranunculus, peonies,
cornflower, nigella and stocks.
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July - September

We're into peak season and the flowers are just on point at this time of year! The variety is always super and flowers
such as hydrangea, scabious, mint, nerines, dahlias and crocosmia are in a league of their own.
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October - December

We're heading into the shorter days but there is still plenty of celebrating to be done. Foliage is really in its element at
this time of year, eucalyptus, a favourite at weddings, is hardier than in the summer and is complimented well by

chrysanthemums, berries, bracken and ornamental gourds.
